(Mat 8:14 NIV)  When Jesus came into Peter's house, he saw Peter's mother-in-law lying in bed with a fever.

(Mat 8:15 NIV)  He touched her hand and the fever left her, and she got up and began to wait on him.

(Mat 8:16 NIV)  When evening came, many who were demon-possessed were brought to him, and he drove out the spirits with a word and healed all the sick.

(Mat 8:5 NIV)  When Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to him, asking for help.

(Mat 8:6 NIV)  "Lord," he said, "my servant lies at home paralyzed and in terrible suffering."

(Mat 8:7 NIV)  Jesus said to him, "I will go and heal him."

(Mat 8:8 NIV)  The centurion replied, "Lord, I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. But just say the word, and my servant will be healed.

(Mat 8:9 NIV)  For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one, 'Go,' and he goes; and that one, 'Come,' and he comes. I say to my servant, 'Do this,' and he does it."

(Mat 8:10 NIV)  When Jesus heard this, he was astonished and said to those following him, "I tell you the truth, I have not found anyone in Israel with such great faith.

(Mat 8:11 NIV)  I say to you that many will come from the east and the west, and will take their places at the feast with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven.

(Mat 8:12 NIV)  But the subjects of the kingdom will be thrown outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth."

(Mat 8:13 NIV)  Then Jesus said to the centurion, "Go! It will be done just as you believed it would." And his servant was healed at that very hour.

(Prov 3:5 NIV)  Trust in the LORD with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding;

(Prov 3:6 NIV)  in all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight.

(Prov 3:7 NIV)  Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the LORD and shun evil.

(Prov 3:8 NIV)  This will bring health to your body and nourishment to your bones.

(Isa 53:5 NIV)  But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.

(Mat 14:35 NIV)  And when the men of that place recognized Jesus, they sent word to all the surrounding country. People brought all their sick to him

(Mat 14:36 NIV)  and begged him to let the sick just touch the edge of his cloak, and all who touched him were healed.

(Psa 103:1 NIV)  Of David. Praise the LORD, O my soul; all my inmost being, praise his holy name.

(Psa 103:2 NIV)  Praise the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits--

(Psa 103:3 NIV)  who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases,

(Mat 4:23 NIV)  Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people.

(Mat 4:24 NIV)  News about him spread all over Syria, and people brought to him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the paralyzed, and he healed them.

(Mat 8:2 NIV)  A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, "Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean."

(Mat 8:3 NIV)  Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" Immediately he was cured of his leprosy.

(Rom 8:11 NIV)  And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you.

(John 5:2 NIV)  Now there is in Jerusalem near the Sheep Gate a pool, which in Aramaic is called Bethesda and which is surrounded by five covered colonnades.

(John 5:3 NIV)  Here a great number of disabled people used to lie--the blind, the lame, the paralyzed.

(John 5:4 NIV)  

(John 5:5 NIV)  One who was there had been an invalid for thirty-eight years.

(John 5:6 NIV)  When Jesus saw him lying there and learned that he had been in this condition for a long time, he asked him, "Do you want to get well?"

(John 5:7 NIV)  "Sir," the invalid replied, "I have no one to help me into the pool when the water is stirred. While I am trying to get in, someone else goes down ahead of me."

(John 5:8 NIV)  Then Jesus said to him, "Get up! Pick up your mat and walk."

(John 5:9 NIV)  At once the man was cured; he picked up his mat and walked. The day on which this took place was a Sabbath,

(Luke 13:10 NIV)  On a Sabbath Jesus was teaching in one of the synagogues,

(Luke 13:11 NIV)  and a woman was there who had been crippled by a spirit for eighteen years. She was bent over and could not straighten up at all.

(Luke 13:12 NIV)  When Jesus saw her, he called her forward and said to her, "Woman, you are set free from your infirmity."

(Luke 13:13 NIV)  Then he put his hands on her, and immediately she straightened up and praised God.

(Luke 8:41 NIV)  Then a man named Jairus, a ruler of the synagogue, came and fell at Jesus' feet, pleading with him to come to his house

(Luke 8:42 NIV)  because his only daughter, a girl of about twelve, was dying. As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him.

(Luke 8:43 NIV)  And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years, but no one could heal her.

(Luke 8:44 NIV)  She came up behind him and touched the edge of his cloak, and immediately her bleeding stopped.

(Luke 8:45 NIV)  "Who touched me?" Jesus asked. When they all denied it, Peter said, "Master, the people are crowding and pressing against you."

(Luke 8:46 NIV)  But Jesus said, "Someone touched me; I know that power has gone out from me."

(Luke 8:47 NIV)  Then the woman, seeing that she could not go unnoticed, came trembling and fell at his feet. In the presence of all the people, she told why she had touched him and how she had been instantly healed.

(Luke 8:48 NIV)  Then he said to her, "Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace."

(Luke 8:49 NIV)  While Jesus was still speaking, someone came from the house of Jairus, the synagogue ruler. "Your daughter is dead," he said. "Don't bother the teacher any more."

(Luke 8:50 NIV)  Hearing this, Jesus said to Jairus, "Don't be afraid; just believe, and she will be healed."

(Luke 8:51 NIV)  When he arrived at the house of Jairus, he did not let anyone go in with him except Peter, John and James, and the child's father and mother.

(Luke 8:52 NIV)  Meanwhile, all the people were wailing and mourning for her. "Stop wailing," Jesus said. "She is not dead but asleep."

(Luke 8:53 NIV)  They laughed at him, knowing that she was dead.

(Luke 8:54 NIV)  But he took her by the hand and said, "My child, get up!"

(Luke 8:55 NIV)  Her spirit returned, and at once she stood up. Then Jesus told them to give her something to eat.

(Mark 16:17 NIV)  And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues;

(Mark 16:18 NIV)  they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well."

(James 5:14 NIV)  Is any one of you sick? He should call the elders of the church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord.

(James 5:15 NIV)  And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will be forgiven.

(James 5:16 NIV)  Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective.

(Jer 30:17 NIV)  But I will restore you to health and heal your wounds,' declares the LORD, 'because you are called an outcast, Zion for whom no one cares.'

(Deu 7:15 NIV)  The LORD will keep you free from every disease. He will not inflict on you the horrible diseases you knew in Egypt, but he will inflict them on all who hate you.

(1 Pet 2:24 NIV)  He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed.

(Exo 15:26 NIV)  He said, "If you listen carefully to the voice of the LORD your God and do what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and keep all his decrees, I will not bring on you any of the diseases I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the LORD, who heals you."

(Luke 4:40 NIV)  When the sun was setting, the people brought to Jesus all who had various kinds of sickness, and laying his hands on each one, he healed them.

(Psa 107:20 NIV)  He sent forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from the grave.

(Psa 30:2 NIV)  O LORD my God, I called to you for help and you healed me.

(Mat 8:17 NIV)  This was to fulfill what was spoken through the prophet Isaiah: "He took up our infirmities and carried our diseases."

(Jer 33:6 NIV)  "'Nevertheless, I will bring health and healing to it; I will heal my people and will let them enjoy abundant peace and security.

(Mat 15:30 NIV)  Great crowds came to him, bringing the lame, the blind, the crippled, the mute and many others, and laid them at his feet; and he healed them.

(Psa 18:30 NIV)  As for God, his way is perfect; the word of the LORD is flawless. He is a shield for all who take refuge in him.

(Psa 23:4 NIV)  Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are with me; your rod and your staff, they comfort me.

(Psa 30:5 NIV)  For his anger lasts only a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime; weeping may remain for a night, but rejoicing comes in the morning.

(Heb 11:6 NIV)  And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him.

(Exo 23:25 NIV)  Worship the LORD your God, and his blessing will be on your food and water. I will take away sickness from among you,

(Rom 2:11 NIV)  For God does not show favoritism.

(Heb 10:23 NIV)  Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for he who promised is faithful.

(Isa 43:5 NIV)  Do not be afraid, for I am with you; I will bring your children from the east and gather you from the west.

(Psa 37:8 NIV)  Refrain from anger and turn from wrath; do not fret--it leads only to evil.

(Isa 49:25 NIV)  But this is what the LORD says: "Yes, captives will be taken from warriors, and plunder retrieved from the fierce; I will contend with those who contend with you, and your children I will save.
